SEATON ORCHARD

Seaton orchard for those who are
unaware of its existence 1is
situated on the C2C cycle path to
the rear of Meadow Vale. It was
a collaboration between Sustrans
(the charity making it easier for
people to walk and cycle) and the
local junior school with funding
from the "Tracks of the Iron
Masters" project, supported by the
National Lottery.

The ground work was undertaken
by Maryport Groundworks and
the planting completed by the
school children in 2019.

Since then the orchard has

flourished but during the last 12
months has suffered from lack of
maintenance owing to the
pandemic and vandalism.

I would like to form a "Friends of
Seaton Orchard" group to care
for this valuable community
facility before it  becomes
overgrown and an eyesore.

This would probably involve
volunteers working for a couple
of hours twice a month and would
certainly suit any green fingered
retired persons.

This sounds like a fantastic
opportunity to do something both
for yourselves and the
community.
